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The Pastor’s Pulpit 
 

Dear Friends, 

 I write this on Thursday of Holy Week, 

beginning the Triduum, the ―Three Days‖ that are at 

the center of our liturgical life in the Church. These 

three days are for me the most wrenching days 

imaginable because they are all about loss and 

absence, death and violence, betrayal and 

abandonment. The Maundy Thursday service, that 

for us always includes the washing of the feet to 

remind us that we are called to serve, concludes 

with the stripping and the scrubbing of the altar. 

This serves to remind us that our dinner guest is 

gone, the one who took the Bread and broke it and 

shared it with us is now gone, taken away and we 

cannot know if He will return. The stripping and 

cleaning of the altar always take place in silence 

because it is a sad, even tragic moment and there 

are no words that fit. 

 

On Good Friday, there is no Eucharist because you 

cannot share with one who is dead. I have always 

found that the Good Friday service calls to mind the 

exile of Israel. Just as they were torn from their 

land, the land promised to them by God, I feel that 

on Good Friday Jesus has been torn from me. Like 

Israel, I am well aware that it is my own actions that 

have brought this about. It is a terrible feeling. 

 

Holy Saturday is like traveling through the desert, it 

is a long, dry day that seems as though it will never 

end. It is a lonely day because Jesus is gone and 

even though we know that He will return, He is still 

gone for the present. It is a very long day. 

 

However, when evening comes on that long, dry 

day we gather outside the church to welcome Jesus 

back into the world. We begin with the new fire, the 

Light of Christ that is returning to the world, and we 

move into the darkened church, lighted only by the 

Light of Christ that we each carry in our hands. 

There we hear the salvation story from Creation to 

the Gathering of God’s people to the Resurrection 

itself, when the lights and the music signal Christ 

bursting from the tomb! It gives me the shivers just 

thinking about it. This night is for us the 

Resurrection experience. The next day is Easter 

Sunday where we again celebrate the Resurrection, 

just as we do every Sunday, but the Great Vigil of 

Easter is the Church’s primary experience of the 

Resurrection. I hope that you can join us to begin to 

get an idea of what resurrection is like. It is primary 

to our faith but something that reason denies, that 

makes it one of those odd things called a ―mystery,‖ 

something that we believe to be true but that we 

cannot explain. The feelings that are engendered by 

the Great Vigil are very helpful to me in living into 

this ―resurrection faith.‖ Come and experience 

Resurrection at St. Luke’s, it is a mystery!

April 1- Maundy Thursday

April 21- Anselm, Archbishop of Canterbury- 

Anselm is the most important Christian theologian 

in the West between Augustine and Thomas 

Aquinas. His two great accomplishments are his 

Proslogium (in which he undertakes to show that 

Reason requires that men should believe in God), 

and his Cur Deus Homo? (in which he undertakes 

to show that Divine Love responding to human 

rebelliousness requires that God should become a 

man).  
 

April 28(translated from April 26)—St. Mark- The 

book of Acts mentions a Mark, or John Mark, a 

kinsman of Barnabas (Col 4:10). The house of his 

mother Mary was a meeting place for Christians in 

Jerusalem (Acts 12:12). When Paul and Barnabas, 

who had been in Antioch, came to Jerusalem, they 

brought Mark back to Antioch with them (12:25), 

and he accompanied them on their first missionary 

journey (13:5), but left them prematurely and 

returned to Jerusalem (13:13). The Gospel of Mark, 

in describing the arrest of Jesus (14:51f), speaks of 

a young man who followed the arresting party, 

wearing only a linen cloth wrapped around his 

body, whom the arresting party tried to seize, but 

who left the cloth in their hands and fled naked. It is 

speculated that this young man was the writer 

himself, since the detail is hardly worth mentioning 

if he were not. 
 

Tradition has it that after the death of Peter, Mark 

left Rome and went to preach in Alexandria, Egypt, 

where he was eventually martyred. 
 

It is natural to identify the John Mark of Acts with 

the Gospel-writer and interpreter of Peter, and this 

identification is standard in liturgical references to 

Mark. However, "Mark" is the commonest of Latin 

first names, and they may well have been separate 

persons.
