Why a Celtic Liturgy?

On January 10 at the 10:30 service, we celebrated the
Holy Eucharist in a Celtic style and it seemed to be very
well received by those who attended. The language and
music was ery different from what we are accustomed
to and | know that | appreciated the opportunities for
quiet reflection that were a part of the liturgy. The music
was also different, being much quieter, softer, leading us
into the mystery of the Eucharist itselft was a
wonderful morning but afterward | was asked a question,
a very good question that reminded me that | had
neglected to do some teaching about why we might be
interested in experiencing a Celtic Eucharist.

If you ask many people in this countryhere did the
Episcopal Church come from you would probably hear
that Henry VIl began it in 1534 because the pope would
not grant him a divorce. In fact, | am sure that many
Episcopalians would give you this same answer, which
shows that their rectors netaldo some more teaching.
This belief that Henry started a church is not correct.
Henry did not start any church. Henry removed the
Church in England from the jurisdiction of Rome but he
started nothing new. Christianity landed in England,
according toradition, in the first or second century. We
have written records from Tertullian and Origen of
English Christianity in the early third century and
records of bishops from England attending the Council
of Arles in 314 and the Council of Sardica in 347. We
trace our heritage back to these early Christians. The
Roman church sent the Gregorian mission to England in
597 to help work out some differences between the

peo

Celtic Church (Christians in England, Scotland, Ireland,
and Wales) and the Roman Church. Thodkerénces,
such as how to calculate the date of Easter, were finally
resolved at the Synod of Whitby in 663.

Celtic Christianity was cut off from the continent when
Rome abandeneg &£England iinp 406e and i developed s
independently for almost 200 years beforp@&Gregory
sent Augustine (later known as Augustine of
Canterbury) to convert the Angle and Saxon invaders
wh o had overrun Engl and
Imagine his surprise to learn that the Church was already
there!

The friction between Augustine artle native Celtic
Christians was eased somewhat by Whitby but it was
never completely healed. It has always exhibited a
particularly independent and nationalistic character,
which was most visibly demonstrated by the post
Reformation split that is associat with King Henry
VIII.

To summarize, we claim a very long tradition of
Christianity in the Celtic tradition. The Celtic Church is
our connection to the earliest followers of Christ and
while Henry the VIII plays a part in our history, he did
not start or Church.

Feb 2 FEAST OF THE PRESENTATION OF OUR
LORD JESUS CHRIST

CANDLEMAS DAY The events commemorated today
are recorded in Luke 2:229.
Counting forward from December 25 as Dage, we find that
Day Forty is February 2. A Jewish woman is in segglusion
for 40 days after giving birth to a son, and accordingly it is on
February 2 that we celebrate the coming of Mary and Joseph
with the infant Jesus to the Temple at Jerusalemo bffer
sacrifice on behalf of Mary to mark the end of her seclusion
(see Le 12:8), and (2) to ransom or redeem (buy back) Jesus
as a firstborn male (see Ex 13:1113; 22:29; Nu 18:186; Dt
15:19). As they did so, they were greeted by the aged Simeon
His song, called the Nunc Dimittis, has always had a
prominent role in Christian worship.
Lord, you now have set your servant free *
to go in peace as you have promised;
For these eyes of mine have seen the Savior, *
whom you have prepared for all therid to see:
A Light to enlighten the nations, *
and the glory of your people Israel.
Because an old reading for this festival contains the line
(Zephaniah 1:12), "I will search Jerusalem with candles," the
day is also known as Candlemas, and sometimesradss



with a candldit procession. On the other hand, Groundhog
Day ("If the groundhog (or woodchuck, a kind of marmot,
which burrows and hibernates) sees his shadow on 2 February,
there will be six more weeks of winter.") is strictly a secular
holiday, trought to the United States and Canada by German
immigrants.

Our Lord, His followers at Jerusalem chose a replacement for
Judas. The man chosen was Matthias, "and he was numbered
with the Eleven." Apart from the information given in the first
chapter of Acts, nothing is known of him. It would be a
mistake to coneide from this that he was a failure and a bad
choice as an apostle. We know as much as we do about Peter
and Paul because Luke (a travelling companion of Paul) wrote
extensively about them. About most of the other apostles
(those belonging to the originalvelve and later ones like
Matthias) we know little after Pentecost on an individual
basis.
