   Happy New Year!  A little bit late? Well maybe it is 

but I can still wish all of you a very Happy New Year, 

even if it is already a week old.  I am a little bit behind 

this month but I am catching up gradually. The Advent 

and Christmas seasons were both lovely this year and I 

personally experienced them more fully that I ever have 

before. 
 

   The expectation and preparation of Advent seemed to 

build to a crescendo as we progressed through the four 

weeks so that at the last service on the Fourth Sunday of 

Advent I felt as if I were standing on my tiptoes, waiting 

for Christmas to burst upon me, waiting for God to burst 

into the world, and God did. On Christmas Eve we really 

could feel God bursting into the world, even through 3 ½ 

inches of rain, we could feel it, and that feeling lasted 

right up to the end of the Festival of Christmas Lessons 

and Carols. I know in my head that the Christmas season 

lasts until Epiphany, but at the end of Lesson and Carols, 

it just seemed to be complete. I even put away some 

Christmas decorations that evening and it felt like the 

right thing to do.

What are we supposed to 

do now? We celebrated the feast of the Epiphany and we 

had a nice crowd at church for that service. The 

Epiphany, you know, is the celebration of Jesus’ 

appearance on earth, attested to by the Gentile wise men 

from the east. Where to after Epiphany? There are many 

ways to answer that question but the answer that we 

need to hear is that from here we journey on towards 

Lent and six weeks of penance, through the rough, hard 

work of Holy Week, until we finally come once more to 

the one celebration of the year that we absolutely can not 

do with out, The Great Vigil of Easter. Yes, we are on a 

journey toward that Resurrection Day but we have a 

long road to travel before we get there.  Come and walk 

with me for a while. 
 

   Have you noticed any changes at St. Luke’s lately? 

No, I am not talking about my new glasses. I am talking 

about the beautiful windows in the church that have been 

revealed by Marianna Glass replacing the protective 

covers on the windows. They are almost finished with 

that job but there is another project that is underway in 

MacKinnon Hall. The ceiling has been covered in 

sheetrock as the first step in installing a new ceiling and 

new lighting and sound system. The sheetrock has been 

installed over the previous ceiling in order to save us the 

time, expense, and mess of tearing out the old ceiling. 

We will have to live with a small amount of disturbance 

for a while but I believe that the results will be worth it. 

When that project is complete, we will begin to install 

new ceilings and new lighting in the Education building. 

I can’t wait! 
 

   It is a new year, full of promise and possibility, come 

and experience it with all of us at St. Luke’s. It would be 

even better if you brought someone along with you so 

that you could show them what wonderful things are 

happening here.
