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The Pastor’s Pulpit

Officially, summer just started last week, but we know that
July is the middle of the summer. School ended one month ago and
the teachers go back in just six weeks. July is definitely the middle
of summer and for the past two years; it has been the time for me
to return to Camp Beckwith to serve as Dean of the Camp for one
week. This year | will be serving 98 eighth and ninth graders as
well as the Camp staff through a program that is supposed to be
fun and teach them something at the same time. You might think
that this sounds like an easy task but I have no training as a youth
minister or teacher. | have no experience of my own to guide me,
Vacation Bible School was a very long time ago. Going to camp
for me is a very hard thing to do but | keep volunteering for it for
several reasons. At my ordination as priest the bishop said that |
was called to work as pastor, priest, and teacher, and to take my
share in the councils of the church, to nourish God’s people from
the riches of God’s grace, to pronounce God’s blessing, declare
God’s forgiveness to penitent sinners, to strengthen Christ’s people
to glorify God in this life and in the life to come. That means that |
go to Camp and work with the young people because it is part of
my ministry, just like visiting the prison is part of my ministry, but
both of these are part of your ministry as well. We are all called to
visit the sick and those in prison, feed the hungry and clothe the
naked. We are also called to teach our young people what is
important and what is right, teaching them by what we say and by
the way that we live our lives. Not everyone has the opportunity to
go to camp for a week. Not everyone is able to visit prisoners, so |
carry some of your ministry as well as my own, and that is a very
good thing.



When | am at Camp Beckwith, I am not just Fr. Norman. |
am Fr. Norman from St. Luke’s Marianna. The same goes for the
other Commissions that | serve on, my presence there is not as an
individual but as the clergy of this parish. Our work together is
often much larger than you know and that is not a bad thing. There
is plenty of work for us all. Being a disciple is hard, the work never
ends, but the benefits are excellent and we could not ask for a more
forgiving Boss.

July Worship Schedule

MARY MAGDALENE

FIRST WITNESS OF THE RESURRECTION
(22 JULY NT)

Mary Magdalene is mentioned in the Gospels as being among the
women of Galilee who followed Jesus and His disciples, and who
was present at His Crucifixion and Burial, and who went to the
tomb on Easter Sunday to anoint His body. She was the first to see
the Risen Lord, and to announce His Resurrection to the apostles.
Accordingly, she is referred to in early Christian writings as "the
apostle to the apostles.”

Mary Magdalene, Mary of Bethany (sister of Martha and
Lazarus), and the unnamed penitent woman who anointed Jesus'
feet (Luke 7:36-48) are sometimes supposed to be the same
woman. From this, plus the statement that Jesus had cast seven
demons out of her (Luke 8:2), has risen the tradition that she had
been a prostitute before she met Jesus. This is incorrect. There is
no connection that labels Mary Magdalene a prostitute in the
Gospels. That tradition developed much later.

JAMES BAR-ZEBEDEE
APOSTLE
(25 JULY 41)

James the son of Zebedee and his brother John were among the
twelve disciples of Our Lord. They, together with Peter, were
privileged to behold the Transfiguration, to witness the healing of
Peter's mother-in-law (P 1:29) and the raising of the daughter of
Jairus, and to be called aside to watch and pray with Jesus in the
garden of Gethsemane on the night before His death. Jesus
nicknamed the two brothers "sons of thunder", perhaps meaning
that they were headstrong, hot-tempered, and impulsive; and so
they seem to be in two incidents reported in the Gospels. On one
occasion, Jesus and the disciples were refused the hospitality of a



Samaritan village, and James and John proposed to call down fire
from heaven on the offenders. On another occasion, they asked
Jesus for a special place of honor in the Kingdom, and were told
that the place of honor is the place of suffering.
