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The Pastor’s Pulpit 
This is the time of year when the ―leaf peepers‖ 

flock to the mountains to see the glory of nature 

expressed in the changing colors of the leaves. You can 

find bus tours to take you into the Great Smoky 

Mountains or all the way up to New England, leaf 

watching is big business. A friend of mine once owned 

an Inn in Vermont and he told us that people would 

routinely call and ask ―When will the leaves be at their 

peak color?‖ as if nature was bound to a schedule 

dictated by the tourist industry. He said that eventually 

he tired of trying to explain that there was no way for 

him to provide that answer and just started giving people 

random dates. He was wrong as often as he was right but 

what was important to the people calling him was that he 

answered their question. 

 We all would like to have our questions 

answered. It is so unsatisfying to be left wondering but 

that is essentially where we are with much that has to do 

with our faith. I will not give you a firm answer to most 

questions concerning faith but I can direct you to 

information that will help you make up your mind. I will 

lead discussion groups to explore questions that you 

have so that you might learn how others react to your 

question, but I will usually not tell you how to believe. 

This may sound like a poor way for a pastor to treat the 

members of the congregation but in this case, it is called 

for because of whom we are. We are Episcopalians, 

members of the Anglican Communion, and we have no 

dogma (Definitive teaching of the Church, which is to be 

believed by all members). Not only do we have no 

dogma but also we rarely agree completely on anything. 

To further confuse many people, we are happy with this 

situation. We have a commitment to scripture, tradition, 

and reason as sources of authority and we reflect a 

balance of Catholic and Protestant principles that makes 

up the via media, the middle way. We may not have any 

dogma but we have an identity as a sort of bridge 

between Roman Catholics and a broad range of 

Protestant thought and I think that we at St. Luke’s can 

see that reflected in our own congregation. We try to 

serve as many of the varied tastes in worship style as 

possible, without being messy or confusing. We 

certainly present different interests in the various 

ministries that this church supports, from the Food 

Pantry, to ELON, to the Fine Arts Series, and many 

more.  

 Many ministries mean, in part, many different 

thoughts about what is most important, many questions 

as to where we should put our time, talent, and treasure. 

Many of you have indicated your areas of interest and in 

the coming months, you may find yourself called into 

action. I hope that however you are involved you find 

answers to some of your questions, not all of them, some 

answers must wait until we are no longer in this world 

and I do not want any of you leaving just yet. If you 

cannot find the answers you need, call me or come see 

me and let’s talk about what we can do to help find those 

answers. Sometimes there is help available, you just 

have to ask. 

 October has been an exciting month, an active 

month, and a lot of fun. We had our Lobster Feast to 

benefit Wilmer Hall, a Choral Evensong that was a 

showcase for our choir and a beautiful worship 

experience, a Fish Fry that was exceptionally well 

attended, and this past weekend the James Mathews 

concert. That performance by James Mathews and 

Elizabeth, Emilyanne, and Millie Mathis and Megan 

Gilliland may well have been the best attended concert 

in the history of the Fine Arts Series. I hope that all of us 

pay attention to the blessings that we at St. Luke’s 

receive because of the great work by the Fine Arts 

Committee and by our choir. Both groups work behind 

the scenes, so to speak, we are not aware of what they 

are doing until we get to a concert or a worship service 

and discover once again that God does indeed speak to 

us through music and song.  

 November will be a busy month also, beginning 

with All Saints Day and then on the following day an 



                                            

 

 

  

observance of All Souls or All the Faithful Departed.

Time for Vestry Selection 
 

Most of you know that we select new vestry members at our 

annual meeting. I am not sure if everyone knows what a vestry 

does and what is expected of the vestry. You will find another 

article in this newsletter about the responsibilities of the vestry 

but I wanted to share a little bit about the expectations that we 

have of our vestry. Our vestry serves a three-year term but that 

is not true for every church. Each nine person vestry is made 

up of three classes which correspond to the years of their 

terms. The Vestry by Canon is responsible for three primary 

areas: a) the calling of a Rector,  b) parish finances, c) parish 

properties. 
 

Each vestry member is asked to serve as a liaison (not 

necessarily chairman) of an assigned Parish Committees 

and/or programs. Webster defines a liaison as "a linking up or 

connecting of the parts of a whole, intended to bring about 

proper co-ordination of activities; especially, 

intercommunication." 
 

Vestry members should be prepared to report on their areas of 

responsibility at each vestry meeting. They should "touch 

base" with their staff member/committee chair prior to vestry 

meetings. 
 

Members of the vestry ASSIST the Rector in the ministry and 

mission of the Church. 
 

Vestry members are the FIRST to volunteer for any new 

program or ministry. 
 

The Vestry are always at Church each time the doors open. 
 

The Vestry functions much like a Board of Directors. The 

work of the Church is done with the Rector or in committee 

with recommendations made to the Vestry. Regardless of 

areas of responsibility, all Vestry members are invited to any 

and all Committee Meetings. 

 

What the Vestry Does Not Do: 

1.  The Vestry does not micromanage the parish. 

2.  The Vestry does not micromanage the parish. 

3.  The Vestry does not micromanage the parish. 

4.  See 1-3. 
   I hope that this is helpful in understanding what is expected 

of the vestry and I hope that you will consider what it means 

to serve God by serving the people of the congregation that 

you belong to. It is a large responsibility and an excellent 

opportunity to be a blessing to God’s church. 

   The vestry nomination committee this year is Eddie Mathis, 

Doug Melvin, and John deBrauwere. Please contact them (or 

any vestry member) if you are interested and willing to serve 

in this way.

proportionate giving; and to be working toward the tithe. 

¶ To accept the role of leadership, work diligently and 

congenially at assigned tasks, and seek out ways to 

improve St. Luke’s Church including: 

¶ To make new and regular members and visitors feel 

welcome through personal greetings, visits, and an 

invitation to participate in activities of interest to them, 

and 

¶ To encourage all members of the congregation to become 

a part of activities and ministries of the church and to 

attend parish meetings.

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Sunday, November 1 is All Saints Day, a day when the Church celebrates the lives of all the saints, especially 

those that do not have a special day. The Church also designates this day as one of the days especially 

appropriate for Baptism. On this All Saints Day, we will have three Baptisms. 

 

Monday November 2 is All Souls Day or All Faithful Departed. In the New Testament, the word ―saints‖ is 

used to describe the entire membership of the Christian community and in the Collect for All Saints’ Day the 

word ―elect‖ is used in a similar sense. From very early times, however, the word ―saint‖ came to be applied 

primarily to persons of heroic sanctity, whose deeds were recalled with gratitude by later generations. 

Beginning in the tenth century, it became customary to set aside another day — as a sort of extension of All 

Saints — on which the Church remembered that vast body of the faithful who, though no less members of the 

company of the redeemed, are unknown in the wider fellowship of the Church. It was also a day for particular 

remembrance of family members and friends. Though the observance of the day was abolished at the 

Reformation because of abuses connected with Masses for the dead, a renewed understanding of its meaning 

has led to a widespread acceptance of this commemoration among Anglicans, and to its inclusion as an optional 

observance in the calendar of the Episcopal Church. 

 

November 11 is the feast day of Martin of Tours. Martin, one of the patron saints of France, was born about 

330 at Sabaria, in Hungary. His early years were spent in Pavia in Italy. After a term of service in the Roman 

army, he traveled about Europe, and finally settled in Poitiers, whose bishop, Hilary, he had come to admire. 

According to an old legend, while Martin was still a catechumen, he was approached by a poor man, who asked 

for alms in the name of Christ. Martin, drawing his sword, cut off part of his military cloak and gave it to the 

beggar. On the following night, Jesus appeared to Martin, clothed in half a cloak, and said to him, ―Martin, a 

simple catechumen, covered me with this garment.‖ 

 

Wednesday November 18 is Hilda, Abbess of Whitby. Born in 614, was the grandniece of King Edwin. She 

was instructed by Paulinus (one of the companions of Augustine of Canterbury) in the doctrines of Christianity 

in preparation for her baptism at the age of thirteen. She lived, chaste and respected, at the King’s court for 

twenty years, and then decided to enter the monastic life. She had hoped to join the convent of Chelles in Gaul, 

but Bishop Aidan was so impressed by her holiness of life that he recalled her to her home country, in East 

Anglia, to live in a small monastic settlement. Some years later, she founded the abbey at Whitby, where both 

nuns and monks lived in strict obedience to Hilda’s rule of justice, devotion, 

chastity, peace, and charity. She became renowned for her wisdom, eagerness for learning, and devotion to 

God’s service. 

  

Christ the King is celebrated this year on Sunday November 22.  Christ the King is a title of Jesus based on 

several passages of Scripture and, in general, used by all Christians. Many denominations, including Catholics, 

Anglicans, Presbyterians, and some Lutherans and Methodists, celebrate, in honor of Christ under this title, the 

Feast of Christ the King on the last Sunday of the liturgical year, before a new year begins with the First Sunday 

of Advent (the earliest date of which is 27 November). The Feast of Christ the King is thus on the Sunday that 

falls between 20 and 26 November, inclusive.

On Wednesday the 25
th

 we honor James O. S. Hannington. James Huntington was born in Boston in 1854, 

studied at Harvard and at St Andrew's Divinity School in Syracuse, was ordained to the priesthood around 1880, 

and served a working-class congregation. After a few years, he felt called to found a monastic order for priests 

of the Episcopal Church, and with two companions he began working among poor immigrants on New York's 

Lower East Side. After a slow start, he with others became the Order of the Holy Cross, which now has a 

monastery in West Park, New York, and priests involved in parish work and social work scattered elsewhere. 

Huntington was Superior of the order for several non-consecutive terms, but devoted himself chiefly to 

preaching, teaching, and counselling until his death on 28 June 1935. Since this is the feast of Irenaeus of 

Lyons, he is commemorated on the anniversary of the receiving of his monastic vows by the Bishop of New 

York on 25 November 1884. 

 

Thanksgiving Day is November 26 this year. Agricultural festivals are of great antiquity, and common to many 

religions. Among the Jews, the three pilgrimage feasts, Passover, Pentecost, and Tabernacles, each had 

agricultural significance. Medieval Christianity also developed a number of such observances, none of 

which, however, were incorporated into the Prayer Book. 

Our own Thanksgiving Day finds its roots in observances begun by colonists in Massachusetts and Virginia, a 

tradition later taken up and extended to the whole of the new 

 

The First Sunday of Advent is November 29. ―Adventus‖  is Latin for "coming" and is the exact parallel to the 

Greek parouisa, which implies the Second Coming of Christ. Advent, then, reminds Christians of the Great 

Mystery: "Christ was born. Christ has risen. Christ will come again." Christians celebrate this time of 

expectation with special services, music and other reminders of a Church pausing to wait yet again for the birth 

of her Savior.  

One of the oldest Advent hymns, "O Come, O Come Emmanuel," dates from early centuries and is a perennial 

favorite, with its themes of light overcoming darkness and captives set free. These are major themes in Advent. 

Christians see the birth of Christ as the fulfillment of the Old Testament prophecies, so the season is 

commemorated with candles and scriptures from the Old Testament messianic prophecies. 

Christians celebrate their liturgical seasons with colors, and the color of Advent is purple or blue, symbolizing 

the birth of a king. Churches also decorate for Advent, often with an Advent wreath, greenery and poinsettias. 

Children come to the fore in these days, with Christmas programs, Nativity scenes and Christmas parties.  

In the Catholic and Orthodox traditions, fasting is common, at least for a short time, to foster a sense of 

expectation and joyful solemnity during this time. This sense is what makes Advent so special to Christians. In 

the middle of the madness surrounding this time of year, Christians are called to be still and remember how the 

Lord of all creation put on flesh and was born a human baby in a stable in a backwater town in ancient 

Palestine.  

 

St. Andrew the Apostle, November 30. Most references to Andrew in the New Testament simply include him 

on a list of the Twelve Apostles, or group him with his brother, Simon Peter. But he appears acting as an 

individual three times in the Gospel of John. In the Episcopal Church, the Fellowship of Saint Andrew is 

devoted to encouraging personal evangelism, and the bringing of one's friends and colleagues to a knowledge of 

the Gospel of Christ. Just as Andrew was the first of the Apostles, so his feast is taken in the West to be the 

beginning of the Church Year.
