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The Pastor’s Pulpit 
Dear Friends,  

 September has left me out of breath. There was 

so much happening here that I never felt like I could get 

caught up and my desk is showing the strain. We saw the 

beginning of the Christian Education year begin with a 

pep rally that involved all of our EYC and may be the 

beginning of a new trend in Christian Education! The 

covered dish luncheon was delightful and we had fun 

singing hymns that were familiar to most, although the 

young people at my table said that these were new to 

them. 

 Our choir was hard at work preparing for 

worship in the coming weeks and they were aided in 

their efforts by Mrs. Dottie Dunnam, an outstanding 

Episcopal musician and teacher. Dottie has taught piano 

for a very long time and been a mainstay in the choir at 

All Saints, Mobile. She has also composed music that 

she shared with us. Dottie’s husband is Mark Dunnam, 

until recently the Canon to the Ordinary for our diocese 

for about 22 years, who has been called as rector of St. 

James Church in Florence, Italy. We have been fortunate 

to have the lovely people in our diocese and I am 

grateful to Dottie for sharing herself with us for two days 

when she is so busy preparing to move. 

 St. Luke’s was honored to be named a Historic 

Church by the Children of the American Revolution and 

that award is on display at the rear of the church. We 

also opened the church to approximately 150 visitors on 

Saturday the 26
th
, during the re-enactment of the Battle 

of Marianna. We all owe a debt of gratitude to those who 

worked so hard to see that the churchyard and grounds 

were in beautiful condition for our visitors, and to those 

who opened the church and welcomed those visitors on 

Saturday. 

 The EYC has restarted its regular meetings on 

Wednesday following the 6:00pm Eucharist. This has 

changed the feel of EYC, at least it has for me and I 

think at least for some of our youth as well. Beginning 

with Eucharist makes the whole evening, both meal and 

program, more prayerful. Anne Mathis is doing a 

wonderful job of bringing meaningful exercises to the 

group and the mothers have fed us very well. We need 

some more volunteers in the feeding the EYC ministry. 

It is not difficult, our requirements are simple and there 

are usually only 12-15 of us. Please contact Anne or Fr. 

Norman if you feel called to this ministry. Just to let you 

know, last summers trip to New York was such a 

success that the EYC has decided that they need to travel 

again this year, although on a smaller, lower cost trip, 

and probably to the south. Does WDW mean anything to 

you? 

 As busy as life has been at St. Luke’s, I love the 

way that it feels here. This feels like a place where 

people are alive, active, involved and working towards 

something. This feels like a Spirit filled church and it is 

exciting to be in the middle of all of this. I hope that you 

feel the same way, I hope that you can feel the power of 

the Holy Spirit at work here, just as it has been in the 

past, just as we hope that it will always be. There are 

many ministries of the people in this church but I suspect 

that there is room for many more. If there is something 

that you feel called to do and need some help, let me 

know. I may know of others who feel the same way that 

you do. There is always plenty of work, there are never 

enough workers. The prison ministry that Elsie and I are 

involved in is a good example. We are currently visiting 

19 male inmates and 18 female inmates. We have at least 

19 more male inmates on a list, waiting for an opening, 

waiting to get a visit from a human being who is not 

looking for anything from them, just a visit of one 

person to another. There is plenty of work, there are 

never enough workers. If this type of ministry appeals to 

you, please let us know so that we can give you more 

information. We need some help. 

 I told you that on Sunday September 27 I was 

going to celebrate the Holy Eucharist at the Federal 

Correction Facility and I want to tell you how that went. 

Actually, nothing happened. I was there with my 

vestments and the service leaflet, I was escorted into the 

prison, to the chapel, which had been well prepared for 

the service, but no one showed up. After 30 minutes I 

asked the chaplain to escort me back out. It was a little 

disappointing but not too bad. I am reminded if Isaiah 

43:19,  “Behold, I am doing a new thing; now it springs 



                                            

 

 

  

forth, do you not perceive it?” This is a new thing in the 

schedule of the prison and will take some time for 

people to be aware of it. It is also football season and as 

you know from our experience here, the worship of God 

cannot compete with the worship of the football team! 

Patience, patience, that is what I need, so I have told the 

chaplains that I will show up on the fourth Sunday of the 

month at 2:30pm for six months. If nothing happens in 

that length of time then I will let it alone.  

 Like I said before, there is a lot going on around 

here, but not everything works, not every ministry can 

be funded right now, not every idea is a good one. So we 

do what we can, we do what we feel that we are called to 

do, and we do what we have to do and we believe 

always that God is good, all the time.
