New Study Finds Positive Benefits of Choruses and Chora
Singing for Children, Adults, and Communities

In 2003, Chorus America commissioned a study of choral
singing in the United States which revealed some remarka
statistics about how widespread choral singing is in Americ
This year the study was updated, with a particular focus or
impacts of choral singing on participants.

According to The Chorus Impact Study, an estimated 32.5
lion adults regularly sing in choruses today, up from 23.5 n
lion estimated in 2003.
